Novices. These are players who have not played in more than two (2) tournaments; 
nor have reached a second round, in any main draw. 


Novices are only allowed to play Singles.

Players are allowed to enter only one (1) Singles’ event and one(1) Doubles’ event.

Site Details. The Championships and Novices  will be played at the Port of Spain Public Courts, King George V Park.

Match Conditions. 
Wilson balls will be used.                                                                               
Match Format. 
Events with an entry of five (5) or less may be played in a Round-robin (RR) format.                                                                           Depending on the size of the entries, the 10’s, 12’s and 14’s may play RR the first two 
days, the top two from each group then proceed to a Knock-out draw. In the RR, a short set will be played; first to six (6) with a Tie-break(TB) at 5-5, with No-Ad scoring.                                                                                                           For the 14’s, 16’s and 18’s, all Main Draw matches will be the Best of three Tie-Break Sets.  
In the Doubles’ events, where there are insufficient entries, age groups may be combined; e.g. 10 & 12’s. 
Also, in the Doubles, matches shall be two (2) Tie-Break sets, and a Match Tie-Break (10 Point), in place of a third set.                                                                                                                      For the Novices, the first two days will be RR, where a short set will be played. First to four (4) with a two game margin, Tie-break at 4-4. On day three, the top two players from each group proceed to a Knock-out draw. The finals will be the best of seventeen (17) games, with a TB at 8-8.   Play shall continue under lights.

No-Ad scoring will be used throughout the tournament. Here, at deuce, the receiver has the choice of side for the deciding point of the game.

DRESS CODE
