RBTT BANK JUNIOR & SENIOR TENNIS CHAMPIONSHIPS

Wednesday 25th August – Sunday 29th August 2010
The above mentioned Tournament, which is open to junior players from Trinidad and Tobago and other Caribbean countries, will be held at the Shaw Park Tennis Courts.
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1. No entry form would be accepted unless made on the approved entry form (photo copies will be accepted).  Entries close on Monday 16th August 2010.  

2. The Tournament starts on Wednesday 25th August and runs until Sunday 29th August 2010 at Shaw Park Tennis courts or other courts as determined by the Tournament Committee.  Entry forms are available from any member of the Tournament Committee, Crusoe Isle Tennis Club and TennisTT Office.  Completed entry forms should be returned to any member of the Tournament Committee, Crusoe Isle Tennis Club, TennisTT Office or faxed to 1-868-639-3145.

3. Sign in:  Tuesday 24th August 2010 at Shaw Park Tennis Courts from 2.00 p.m. to 6.00 p.m.

4. The main junior events will start on Wednesday 25th August 2010 immediately after the opening ceremony at Shaw Park Tennis courts.

5. The referee at his discretion may at any time postpone a match on account of darkness or the condition of the court or weather.  In any case of postponement, the previous score shall hold good unless the referee and the players agree unanimously otherwise.  Players may be required to finish matches under light.

6. Competitors are expected to note the dates fixed for their matches as posted on the Official Notice Board at Shaw Park Tennis Courts.

7. Competitors may be required to act as linesmen and umpires.

8. Competitors must report promptly to the official on duty upon arrival and check fixtures before leaving any venue.

9. Matches will start daily at 8:30 a.m. for the juniors and 5:00 p.m. in the men and ladies singles and doubles.

10. Seeding would be based on the ranking as determined by the Tennis Association of Trinidad and Tobago (TennisTT). Seeded Players can enter in more than one but not more than two singles event.

11. All players are required to be attired in the sponsors tournament t-shirt for the opening ceremony and the prize giving ceremony. The opening ceremony will be held on Thursday 25th August 2010 at 9:00 am at the Shaw Park Tennis Courts and the prize giving ceremony on Sunday 29th August 2010 at 4:00 pm at the same venue.

12. The normal rules applicable to attire for tennis tournaments will apply.
